As the apostles depended on Jesus, chil-
dren depend on us to restore quiet to their lives. Getting out of bed at night to quiet a child’s fears is the stuff of holiness.  

CENTENNIAL CELEBRATION FLASHBACK:  “War and Peace:”  

 

 Janos (John) Bernat was given the commission of decorating the church.  Mr. Bernat studied eccle-
siastical painting in Hungary and other countries, and had been a winner of the Prix de Rome.  He 
used parishioners as well as high school students for models for the apostles and Christ as depicted 
on the ceiling and rear walls.  Mr. Bernat was the co-founder of the Mansfield Fine Arts Guild (now 
Mansfield Art Center.) Martha Milligan Bernat, his wife, carved the Stations of the Cross in bas-
relief from Philippine mahogany. These stations were highlighted in the redecorating of the church 
in 1992.  The first scaffolding for the centennial redecoration was erected on January 25, 1944 and 
the last removed November 9, 1945.  With the completion of the redecorating of the church and the 
return of the men and women from military service, the parish was ready for its centenary celebra-
tion November 3, 1946.   That same year (1946) marked the 75th year that the Joliet Franciscan 
Sisters taught in St. Peter’s School.
