-] Today we celebrate the feast day of Saint
Francis of Assisi. One of the most beloved
saints, he is well known and images of him
can be seen displayed in parishes and gardens
all over the world. Best known as the patron
saint of animals and ecology, there is a lot
more to be known about this simple follower
> J of Christ.

Francis in many ways was the embodiment of Catholic Social
justice. In the Social Teachings, we look at such issues as Life
and Dignity of the Human Person, Solidarity, Care for God’s
Creation, Call to Family, Community and Participation,
Preferential Option for the Poor and Vulnerable, Rights and
Responsibilities and Dignity of Work and the Rights of the
Workers. Through Francis’ time in prison, his work with the
poor and sick, his valiant efforts to reform the Church and his
work with animals and nature, we see these ideals played out in
his life daily.

Francis’ life is far from the “rags to riches story” that many
of us dream about, and in fact it is quite the opposite. Francis
was born into an affluent family, and enjoyed his prosperity to
its fullest. Filled with dreams of grandeur, Francis joined the
Medieval Knights of his town and while in the midst of battle,
was captured, imprisoned for ransom and tortured. It was
during his life in prison that he came to fully understand that the
life of frivolity that he had been previously leading was not
leading him in the direction of Christ.

Upon being ransomed, Francis started his life of prayer in
Christ, and took a special interest in reforming the Church
during a time when the Church was overwhelmed with
decadence and wealth. Francis publicly denounced his father’s
wealth and took on a life of simplicity, which eventually grew
into the Order of the Franciscans. Francis helped care for the
poor and helped care for those afflicted by leprosy, received
with the marks of Christ, the stigmata.

Francis was known for his ability to preach to all those who
would listen, including animals which is part of the reason he
became the patron of animals.

During his time on this earth, some people viewed his life as
one filled with holiness.  They believed what they saw in
Francis was a saint walking among the people here on
earth.  Others regarded him as a person riddled with
madness, and that his poor health brought on by his time of
imprisonment and his mode of simple living caused him to
hallucinate his visions of God, and subsequently preach
nonsense.

Francis” mission in life was easily understood: To live
simply so that others may simply live. If we look at our society
today, do we follow Francis’ message? How would we respond
to Francis if we met him today? Would we view him as a pious
man doing his best to follow the will of God, or would we
dismiss him as someone fraught with mental illness?

The Pope and Inclusion

As you are reading this, I am probably standing with about one million people in Philadelphia at the World Meeting of Families.
You are probably closer to the pope on TV than we are in Philly!!

Many people hope that Pope Francis will embody a new stance by the Church toward certain moral issues concerning the family.
Of course, this will not happen in any significant way and so this hope is unfounded. However, what this Pope has embodied maybe
better than anyone I’ve ever observed is inclusion of people. This is what makes him so attractive to the world. He is incredibly
inclusive of people. But mind you, this does not mean he is inclusive of all ideas. A person is much more valuable than an idea; so
someone can love us as a person but disagree with us over lots of ideas. Thus, while Pope Francis demonstrates unconditional love
of people, he will have very clear things to say about the good of marriage and family life and the evil that threatens these realities.

This is precisely how Jesus was. Jesus did not sanction and validate every idea he heard. He loved the person, and precisely be-
cause he loved them, he had to correct or fine-tune their mistaken ideas about what is good and evil. Jesus gives an expression of his
inclusivity in the gospel today, “For whoever is not against us is for us.” This gives quite a large umbrella to following Jesus and
warns us about limiting the extent of God’s power and presence in other people’s lives, as the Israelites wrongly tried to do in the
first reading. They tried to monopolize God’s action to include only their own experiences, and in this they were reprimanded by
Moses.

In the perfect correlative to this inclusivity, St. Matthew quotes Jesus in his gospel saying, “Whoever is not with me is against
me” (Matthew 12:30). This seems to move in the opposite direction than today’s gospel, providing a quite narrow and exclusive
interpretation of following Jesus. This is meant to protect us from an “anything goes” mentality that emphasizes God’s uncondition-
al love but fails to see that God’s love calls for constant conversion.

Like Jesus, Pope Francis will challenge us in Philadelphia and in America in general to be inclusive of people but not inclusive of
all ideas. Not everything is good for us or will help us to flourish as human beings. May we strive in our own life to be inclusive of
people, but reasonably scrutinize the ideas around which we base our lives.

May we grow together in Christ,

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TOWARD HEALTHY RELATIONSHIPS

From the beginning of creation, God intended for people to live together in relationship with one
another. Much of scripture shows us how to do this as it illustrates and clarifies God’s plans. The read-
ings this weekend guide us in the value and care of our relationships. Specifically, the Gospel focuses
on the circumstances of failed relationships. Unlike the Pharisees, we would do well not to focus on
the laws that pertain to failed relationships, but concentrate instead on what God really intended for us.
Healthy bonds require a lot of our time and energy. They certainly require trust and honesty. Jesus
demonstrated a deep commitment to his friends and to us. As our brother, he gave his very life for us.
Children work hard at friendships. They trust, forgive, and love without conditions. The final words of today’s Gospel invite
us to welcome Jesus and the people of our relationships with the fresh enthusiasm of a child.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The old world of what we call canonical penance, or the extraordinary onelJtime public repentance of sinners, began to
collapse with the conversion of Constantine in the early fourth century. It tottered for a hundred years or so and then virtually
disappeared. It served an isolated and persecuted church well, but once people began seeking baptism for economic and politi-
cal privilege, a real pastoral crisis exploded. There were more lukewarm Christians afoot, and some “barbarians” rampaging
through the ruins accepted baptism just because their leaders did.

As the old structures collapsed, people who still sought some sort of public conversion scampered off to the desert to live
in monastic isolation. Penance disappeared from the parish scene, and the old bench where hungry penitents used to beg for
prayers was empty. Some bishops faced the crisis by inventing alternate means of discipline, all more private than public. A
person might be asked to refrain from receiving Communion for a time, or even to accept some sort of corporal punishment
(the pedigree of the stocks and scarlet letters of colonial America). This had the effect of separating the sinner from the
prayerful intercession of the gathered church, and made an already bad situation worse. Before long, the pastoral system of

penance was in a shambles, and sadly irrelevant to ordinary Christians.
